John 8:12
“I am the light of the world. He who follows Me shall not walk in darkness, but have the light of life.”

1 John 1:5-7

This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no
darkness at all.

A Word of God - Isaiah 9:1-5(Esv)

!Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for those who were in distress. In
the past he humbled the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in the
future he will honor Galilee of the Gentiles, by the way of the sea, along the
Jordan —

2The people walking in darkness
have seen a great light;
on those living in the land of the shadow of death
a light has dawned.
3You have enlarged the nation;
and increased their joy;
they rejoice before you
as people rejoice at the harvest,
as men rejoice when dividing the plunder.
“For as in the day of Midian’s defeat,
you have shattered the yoke that burdens them,
the bar across their shoulders,
the rod of their oppressor.
5For warrior’s boot used in battle
and every garment rolled in blood
will be destined for burning, will be fuel for the fire.

As we celebrate the first Sunday of Advent by lighting the Hope Candle we
recognize that the light shining in the darkness symbolizes God’s promise that the
light of Heaven will pierce and overcome the despair and bondage of sin. God will
defeat the damage done to us personally, and culturally, by men’s sinfulness. Isaiah
promises God’s people, they will see the light of deliverance, through God’s Son,
our Messiah, Jesus the Light of the World.
